Hi, parents!        
 
Today is World Kindness Day! We used this random bit of knowledge 
to generate discussions with some of our students today.  We simply 
asked them questions like, ñHow has someone been kind to you            
today?ò and ñHow have you shown kindness to others today?ò in an   
attempt to plant, and help nurture, the seed of kindness in them.    
 
Beginning in kindergarten, teachers focus on studentsô faith formation. 
A large part of the process includes recognizing that God created all of 
us in His image, and, because of that, we must treat others with        
dignity, and we ourselves deserve to be treated with dignity.  Learning 
and practicing kindness and tolerance is part of our curriculum from 
day one, and we continue to coach our students as they navigate their 
way through Blessed Sacrament and into high school. 
 
You have heard the expression, ñIt takes a village.ò You, as parents, 
know the truth in this. Please realize that you are also part of our       
village. So, help us by continuing the kindness conversation at home. 
Some talking points could be: 
 
§ Asking your child who looks lonely in their class and generating a 
discussion about how kindness can be spread to that student  

§ Asking them what role they believe they play in their classô culture 
§ Asking them to identify students who are good examples and why 
§ Making sure they recognize their own spiritual gifts and mentoring 
them on how to use them to enrich their class and our building 

 
These conversations reinforce the most essential skill in our              
curriculum: modeling Christ.
